have in our house the morning before the first Seder, we are not required to destroy all of the hametz
in our possesion. We are required to remove the hametz from public view in the home, but we can
still store this hametz out of sight (in boxes or a storage room that would be sealed off throughout
Passover). Even though we are permitted to store the hametz in our home, we must give up possesion
of this hametz throughout the days of Passover.

cooking or eating utensils, of whatsoever nature, and to lease all places wherein the aforementioned hametz owned or possessed
by the undersigned may be found, especially in the premises located below.Rabbi has the full
authority and power to sell said hametz and to lease said places wherein said hametz may be found, upon terms and conditions as
discretion dictates. Rabbi has the full power and authority to assign or appoint a substitute or
substitutes to act with all the same powers and authority invested in the rabbi, and the undersigned hereby ratify and confirm all that
Rabbi or a rabbinic substitute lawfully does or causes to be done by virtue of these presents.
